Your Appeal must include an approved academic plan (contact your academic advisor) and documentation (if warranted) of mitigating
circumstances, such as injury, illness, death in the family, or other special circumstances, which have limited your ability to progress in your
studies at a reasonable rate. Make your statement brief and to the point. Completed appeals and supporting documents must be submitted to
by your academic advisor to the Office of Student Financial Aid. Once all documentation has been reviewed and a decision made, your academic

progress status will be updated in CSU X-press. All decisions reached by the Committee are FINAL.

Please Note: Appeals must be completed within 30 days after the start of the semester for which the appeal is requested or 30 days after the
receipt of notice of cancelation, whichever is later. Students are limited to 30 credit hours of developmental course work attempted or earned
while in pursuit of an undergraduate degree. The 30 hours of developmental course work allowed will NOT be counted in the 180 maximum
number of hours. Additionally, students who have changed majors during their academic career may request a reevaluation of their credit hours

to determine financial aid eligibility.
