FIELD PRACTICUM
ASSESSMENT & INTERVENTION PLAN
Students will present a case example of an assessment /intervention plan and intervention that they have completed or are in the process of completing in their field setting. Students will utilize the ecomap to present the individual’s situation at the point of assessment. The ecomap depicts the strengths and weaknesses of the individual’s current relationship/experiences with family, kin, friends and institutions/organizations in his/her environment; e.g. church, school and employment.

The assessment includes:

· Ecomap
· Description of the individual’s strengths and weaknesses as depicted in the ecomap.
· Problem Statement that summarizes and synthesizes the information into a clear description of the problem as agreed upon by you and the client.
· A discussion of the theoretical perspective used to understand the individual’s problems.
The intervention includes:

· A statement of the goal or goals that the individual wants to achieve 
Example: I want to find employment

· A listing of the objective or objectives that will for each goal
Examples: I will obtain a GED 


        I will enroll in a job training program

· A baseline measure or status prior to implementing intervention to achieve objective 
Examples: Level of Education


        Level of employment skills


        Current living arrangement

· A time frame for completion
· An agreed upon measure of successful completion (outcome)

Examples: Completion of GED 

        Completion of job training program

        Obtaining second stage housing
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
