 The teacher must prepare lesson plans and present them to the office before the start of the program.  A 

class syllabus must be provided outlining course expectations and grading guidelines and given to the 

students the first day of class.   

 

 The teacher will meet with each class three times a week. (Monday, Wednesday and Friday unless 

other wise instructed.) 

 

 The teacher must be present and on time each and everyday of the program.  (The instructor’s day will 

begin at 7:45 a.m.) 

 

 All teachers are required to chaperone planned field trips. 

 

 The teacher must attend the orientation and awards ceremony. 

 

 The teacher must present academic awards at the awards ceremony. 

 

 The teacher must attend 3 meetings throughout the course of the summer program  to discuss program 

issues and concerns.  (Meetings are typically held at 7:30 a.m. or 12:30 p.m.)
