Workforce Development WIOA Approved Courses

Agile/Scrum/Product/Project Management-Bundle

This program contains several certifications which are immensely popular with employers: Agile Boot Camp
(ABC), Certified Scrum Analyst (CSA), and Certified Product Analyst (CPA). These courses will prepare the
participants to meet the challenges of today’s IT environment with these certifications. These courses are also
for non-IT professionals. Anyone who is new to Agile and wants to transition his/her career from traditional
professions like Accountant, Customer Service Representatives, Business Analyst, Project Managers, Program
Managers, Directors, Human Resource Managers, Developers, etc. these programs cater their needs. After

Certified Medical Assistant (Online)

This online medical assistant program is developed by industry professionals with decades of real-world
experience.

Most importantly, the training infuses students with the critical skills and confidence to start
working and earning right away.

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Clinical Dental Assistant (Online)

This online dental assisting course is the most comprehensive you will find. You will learn about every aspect of
professional dental assisting, including invaluable real-world perspectives from experienced dental assistants
and essential information about anatomy and physiology, preventive dentistry, patient care, and
communication, radiology, pharmacology, anesthesia, assisting in specialty practices, employment strategies,
and much more. You will even have the opportunity to explore the basics of maintaining computerized clinical
dental records using Dentrix Practice Management software. After completing the course, you will have the
opportunity to apply for an externship, through which you will get real-life clinical assistant experience. You will
also be ready to pursue certification as a dental assistant by passing the radiology, infection control, and
anatomy and physiology portions of the Dental Assisting National Board examinations 6 NELDA or CDA. Once
you have gained clinical experience and in-person hours, you will be prepared for the general assisting exam.
Clinical Dental Assistant Externship information: Clinical Dental Assistant students have an opportunity to
participate in ed2go's optional externship support services program. The application for the externship support
program is within the course. You must be 80% complete within the course before you are eligible to reach out
to an Externship Team (ET) member for program information. As a Clinical Dental Assistant student, you have up
to 6 months after course completion to apply, but please note externships are not guaranteed. Externship
expectations are based on current professional certification requirements, which are presently a 300-hour
commitment. If you meet all the educational, pre-screening checks, and industry qualifications, including a
completed application package, you will be considered for placement based on host site availability. You will
need to pass a background and drug screening. You will also be asked to purchase liability insurance and be
responsible for purchasing this on your own (540 to $45 for an annual policy). To be considered as an externship
candidate, you will need to provide an updated resume, cover letter, current CPR certification, and proof of
Hepatitis B vaccinations, or a recent negative Hepatitis B test provided by a doctor. The exams meet 3 of 3 exam
requirements for the NELDA certification and 2 of 3 exam requirements for the CDA. If you already have 3,500
hours of clinical experience and wish to pursue the CDA certification, you will need to acquire the General
Chairside Assisting exam. The General Chairside Assisting exam is not included in this voucher package. Included
vouchers are prepaid access to sit for the exams upon eligibility.

HVAC/R Technician: (Voucher and Tools Included) Online

Certified Paralegal (Voucher Included) Online

Paralegals play a vital role in the legal profession. These qualified professionals take on a variety of tasks ranging
from legal research to drafting legal documents in traditional law office settings and in the corporate,
government, and public arenas. Formal training is a critical part of preparing for a career as a paralegal.

The Paralegal course will help you gain the skills you need to enter the paralegal workforce. You will learn how
to conduct legal research and legal interviews, how to perform legal analyses, and more. As you prepare for your
paralegal career, you will also receive soft skills training to increase workplace effectiveness. The course
concludes with a capstone project. You will first create a complete litigation file that includes: a legal analysis
brief, an investigative report, client interview checklist, intake memo, complaint, legal research, and interoffice
memorandum of law. Then, you will learn how to create a strong resume that encompasses your specialized skill
set and showcases the impact you would make for your next employer.

Upon completion of the course, you will be prepared to sit for the Certified Paralegal exam through the National
Association of Legal Assistants (NALA) upon eligibility. Please review the exam requirements prior to registering
for this course. Through a partnership with the National Association of Legal Assistants (NALA), you will also
receive membership and access to NALA's Certified Paralegal (CP) Exam Review courses should you choose to
take the NALA CP exam. This course offers enrollment with or without a voucher. The voucher covers the cost to
sit for the Certified Paralegal exam upon eligibility. Proctor fees may apply, which are not included.

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EKG technicians are in demand! EKG technicians work in physician’s offices, hospitals, clinics,
and other healthcare facilities and organizations. EKG technicians also work for insurance
companies to provide data for health and life insurance policies. Similar to other growing
healthcare professions, the demand for EKG technicians is expected to continue to grow
substantially.

This program covers topics and processes critical to conducting and interpreting
electrocardiograms (EKGs). To begin, learners will review the anatomy and physiology of the
heart. From there, learners will go on to explore the technology used such as the EKG
machine. Next, participants will learn how to interpret a rhythm strip. And finally, learners will
discover the details of a myocardial infarction. Successful completion of this program will help
prepare learners to perform the role of EKG technician.

After completing this program, learners will have the option to take the leading
national/industry-recognized certification exam(s) essential to entry-level employment in this
fast-growing field.
