Purpose

The purpose of the Chicago State University Foundation scholarships is to support Chicago State undergraduate students who show
high potential in their academic and community service work. These students will also be provided with opportunities to represent
Chicago State at Chicagoland corporations and organizations where they will apply skills and concepts learned in the classroom and in
their community service environments.

Eligibility

To be nominated for the Chicago State University Foundation Scholarship, a student must meet the following criteria:
e Must be a Fulltime student attending Chicago State;

Must possess a minimum cumulative grade point average of 3.0 on a scale of 4.0 scale.

Must be willing to participate in a summer or year-long internship in a corporate or community organization;
Must demonstrate a commitment to scholarship and personal goal achievement;

Must be willing to volunteer as a participant in University initiatives.

Selection Criteria
Applicants will be evaluated on the strength of their desire to learn, academic performance, leadership and participation in school and
community activities, work experience, and career and educational aspirations.

A selection committee appointed by the President and Foundation Executive Director will review all completed applications, against
the specific program criteria. All applicants will receive written notification of the selection committee decision. Decisions are final
and binding.

Instructions to Applicants

e Read the application carefully and complete all sections.

e Besure to include a typed personal statement of no more than 500 words stating why you are interested in your chosen career,
why you should be considered for this scholarship and any other information you wish to share that may be of importance to the
selection committee in their review of your application. (Some scholarships may ask for an essay on a different topic.)

e Besure to include:

Official transcript(s).

Include your high school transcript if you are a new freshman.

Include all previous college transcripts if you are a transfer student.

Include your most recent CSU transcript if you are a continuing student.

Three letters of recommendation from a CSU faculty member, academic advisor, community leader or former teacher who is

familiar with your work.
= Official ACT scores.

e Sign the last page of the application.

e  Submit the completed application to the Dean of your College for approval and signature.

e  Official transcript(s) including your most recent course work

e Atyped personal statement of no more than 500 words stating why you are interested in your chosen career, why you should be
considered for this scholarship and any other information you wish to share that may be of importance to the selection committee
in their review of your application
